On April 8 I will be leaving Australia for 15 months to work at a school in Dodoma, Tanzania.  Dodoma is the capital of 
Tanzania, however it’s quite small - only 150,000 people compared to Dar Es Salaam on the coast which is home to 3 million.  
Canon Andrea Mwaka School (CAMS) is an Anglican school for Prep to Year 10 students.  There is a large mix of nationalities, 
both among the staff and the students.  Many of the students are children of missionaries who work in the area and come from 
Australia, New Zealand, America and England.  CAMS follows the British curriculum and school year so I won’t be teaching 
full time until August which is the start of the school year.  From April until July I will be assisting other teachers, teaching 
small groups of students and learning Swahili.  As part of my role I have been asked to be involved in 
children’s ministry at the church.  I was quite excited last week on receiving an email asking me to 
start a GFS group when I arrive.   It will be great to  use the skills I have learnt as a leader at GFS 
Blackburn North to bless the community in Dodoma. Please pray:

·  For my language learning abilities! Thank God for a couple in Melbourne who have offered
